Shr Naveen Patnaik, Hon'ble Chief Minister, Hon'ble Dr. Justice B. 5. Chauhan, Hon'ble Mr. Justice

colleagues and Judges of the Supreme Court, Madam Judges, Hon'ble Mr. Justice C. Nagappan, Chief
Justice, Onssa High Court, Madam Chief Justice, Hon'ble Judges of the Onssa High Court, Members of
the legal fraternity, Advocate General of Onssa, Officers of the Registry, My Lovable Judicial Officers of
this State, Distinguished invitees, Friends in media, Ladies & Gentleman.

Good morning and warm greetings to each one of you assembled here today. It is a pleasure to be
invited for the inauguration of Odisha Judicial Academy Building. At the outset, | want to congratulate the

Odisha Judicial Academy for successfully imparting training to the Judicial Officers for over a decade.

One of the most salutary developments in contemporary times across the legal fraternity in all
countries is the realization of the need for continuing legal education among the judges in both Higher
Courts and Sub-ordinate Courts. Educating Judges on Judicial functions and training them on how to
judge properly are relatively new ideas looked at differently by the judicial fratemity. Itis called by diverse
nomenclature in different countries like "Judicial Studies' in England, "Judicial Education’ in United States,

‘Judicial Training' in India and by varied other names in different countries. But the purpose encapsulating
all of them is similar.

Further, the rapid developments in technology, management and communication together with
enormous growth in law and behavioural sciences have compelled re-thinking on the need and scope for
judicial training. It was extensively believed that institutionalization of system of judicial education and

fraining can be a big leap in the creation of a support structure to deal with the challenges of the future.

It is well known that the proposal for organized judicial training in India first came from the 117th
Law Commission Report in 1986. Thereafter, the Supreme Court in All India Judges Association vs.
Union of India and Others, AIR 1992 5C 165 directed the State Governments and the High Courts to
establish institutes for training of judicial officers. Ultimately, the idea materialized when the National

Judicial Academy was setup in Bhopal in 1993. Recognizing that training is not only necessary, but also
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essential for better quality, greater efficiency and higher productivity in judicial administration, the State
Judicial Academy had been established to provide the required training to the judicial officers of the
subordinate Courts in respective States. In this backdrop, the Odisha Judicial Academy came into existence
on 20th December 2003 with the objective to develop and to deliver educational programmes among the

judicial officers.

| have learnt that the academy adapts to training methods like institutional, practical and filed
training to the judicial officers for developing the overall competency of the judicial officers. |am glad that
the academy is embracing the right technigue in training the judicial officers. The purpose of instituting
this academy is never for imparting legal education to the officers, which is already acquired by them in
law schools/colleges and examined in the competitive exams. Rather the academy is the place where

they will be taught the skills of judging. The objectives to be achieved by the academy include: -

(1)  Providing judges with knowledge, skills, technigues and awareness required for performing

the judicial responsibilities - fairly, correctly and efficiently;

(2) To improve through education the administration of justice, including fair and efficient

management of tnals and reduction of delay in the Courts;

(3) To promote each judge's commitment to the highest standards of personal growth, official

conduct and social awareness.

The onerous task of dispensation of justice requires more than mere knowledge of law. The delivery
of justice is an art, which is well delivered with honing of skills. In my considerate view, the judicial
academies across the country is like the grooming place for the judges, which teaches the practical

usage of theoretical knowledge of law and polishes the skills required for delivery of justice.
VITAL ROLE OF A JUDGE:

The role of judge is by and large determined by the nature and variety of his functions. Broadly
speaking, the function of every judge, trial or appellate, is to decide the cases brought before him according
to law and in the manner accepted by society as just, fair and reasonable. My dear colleagues, it is
essential to recall that the credibility and legitimacy of judicial decisions depends not only onits merit and
soundness in law, but also on public perception of impartiality and objectivity of the procedure adopted by
the judge. This is a task, which judges have to internalize when they assume the role of judging. The
most important function of the judges is to conduct the proceedings in a fair, orderly and dignified manner.

Further, finding the truth of contested issues of fact is the first concem of a frial judge. Based on the
facts ascertained, the judge is to apply the law and give his decision on guilt, liability etc. As a consequence,
Justice rendered depends on the facts identified. If the judge fails to spot the true fact beneath the files of
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case and arguments presented by the counsel then justice will not be rendered even if due procedure of
law is strictly adhered too. Therefore, the judges' ability to unravel the truth by putting approprate questions
to the counsel determines to a large extent how justice is perceived and delivered.

There is one distinctive feature that differentiates between a lawyer and a judge; the former requires
the skill of arguing to excel in his sphere whereas the latter needs the skill of judging to dispense justice.
Thus, inunequivocal terms, it is clear that the function of a judge revolves around the ability to judge the
litigants, witnesses, advocates and the overall case. Judicial officers undeniably are the key figures in
determining the quantity and quality of output which the public get as justice out of litigation in Courts.
Hence, the judicial training rendered in the academy has a direct effect in enhancing the fair and efficient
administration of jusfice.

The conventional functions are assuming new dimensions with the expansion and diversification
of judicial assignments and changes in the expectations of society. In a plural society with institutionalized
social inequalities based on gender, religion, language, race and caste, the role of judge becomes all the
more difficult and challenging. This is where the Constitutional philosophy should invaniably inform and
illuminate the thought and action of every judge particularly operating at the grassroots level.

It is in this backdrop that the role of the judicial academy acquires additional significance. The
academy should be seen as the medium that enhances the level of motivation and cultivates leadership
quality in the judges. It is pertinent to remember that the degree of competence and professionalism and
the clarity of purpose and methods, which the judges display, make the judicial system perform to its
optimum efficiency. Therefore, the task vested on the academy is in fact very onerous. | am confident
that the Odisha Judicial Academy will continue to excel in its functions like it did in past. Persistently
adopting to innovative training methods can be the source for the academy to cutshine in its performance.

It is often said that an institution 1s only as good as the people who operate it. Meaning, that the
proficiency of the academy is determined by the performance of judicial officers. | hope that the judicial
officers of the State of Odisha comprehends their responsibility and stand as guiding light for other
academies in all the States of the country.

TARGET OF THE ACADEMY :

The ulimate target of the training sessions held in the academy should be to inculcate the following
qualities in the judicial officers:-

1. Confidence: Judicial training aims at putting the new judge at ease with difficult situation,
which he is likely to face in the first few weeks as a judge and to give him the necessary
confidence by providing him few tips on using procedural norms and approaches intelligently

and imaginatively as a tool for justice.
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Social sensitized judge: Social sensitized judges are the echoes of efficient judiciary. It goes
without saying that in the dispensation of justice, law does not operate in a vacuum or void. It
draws substance and sustenance from the social world. Thus it is imperative for judicial
officers to have a fair knowledge of the society that they are called upon to serve. The inside
view of the society and the social order would be extremely helpful to marshal facts, analyze
statements, draw proper inferences, and thereby reach right conclusions in the task of
dispensation of justice. Judges must be well equipped to respond to the changing needs of

our evolving society.

Further, the judges must be sensitized on effective practice and procedures to be followed
by them during the trial of rape and other sexual abuse cases with a further instruction to

disseminate their experience gained among companion judges.

Sentencing: In criminal proceedings, the judge has to perform an important function of awarding
an appropriate sentence to the guilty. With better understanding of the varied goals of
punishments and the nature of human behaviour, the sentencing function has assumed a
critical role in cnminal justice administration. Similarly, the calculation of money damages in
a civil court is not that easy as generally believed. Judicial academy must provide the forum
for the newly appointed judges to discuss with other senior judges on the subject of sentencing

through conferences and seminars.

Judgement writing: Judicial reasoning is an art to be cultivated by every judge through study,
reflection and hard work. His/Her competence in language and communication is critical for
this task. Thus, judgments must be clear and decisive and free from ambiguity, and should

not generate further litigations and demand for clarifications.

There is also a serious grievance that judgments are not delivered in time and in many
matters arguments have been made months before but judgments remain pending. The
inconvenient truth is that the judges are equally responsible for delayed justice. Judges must
pronounce judgments within reasonable time preferably within 30 days of final hearing.

FPersonality development: It must be remembered that judicial training also involves a personal
element. That is why Eugen Ehrlich, an Austrian legal scholar said, "the ultimate guarantee of
justice in a court of law is the personality of the judge”. Thus, due importance to personality
and character building exercise is especially relevant for young judicial officers. Care must
be taken to ensure that judges in general, and those newly appointed to the judiciary in particular,

are not swayed by the power and authority that they command. There are certain other
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elements that are fundamentally linked with 'dispensation of justice’ by the judge. The atinbutes
of honesty, integrity and independence must be cultivated and preserved. Judges must
recognize that their power is limited to the extent of realizing their judicial role in the greater
constitutional scheme of the republic. In order to wipe out the possible misuse of judicial
power, the judicial academies should conduct regular programmes and exercises focusing
on judicial ethics. These programmes should be add-on by sensitization courses that orient
humanely reaction towards the need of especially vulnerable groups like juvenile offenders,

women, poor and depressed classes, tnbals etc.
JUDGES OF THE FUTURE :

Technology is changing the role of judges. Computer adaptation of sound recording devices and
videotaping facilities quicken the process of trial management of dockets and production of transcripts,
orders and judgments. The task of judicial administration and court management would hereafter require

ckills based on new technologies of communication and management.

The judge's Book published by the American National Judicial College contains a chapter on "The
Judge of the Future” which succinctly projects the emerging features, which will be reflected in the

judges of the future in the following words. To quote:

"Although speculations about the judge of the future bring visions of robotic truth assessing
machines, law dispensing computers, and chemical test-determined dispositions, human beings rather

than mechanical marvels, will continue to exercise the fine art of judgment for any foreseeable future.”

These lines stress on the importance of fine art of judgment of the judges even in the age of

technology and rules that no technology can replace the need for fine art of judgment of a judge.

The judicial function thus is a challenge to everyone who occupies that office. To be able to
respond to such a noble assignment of dispensing justice efficiently and impartially, a trial judge, inter
alia, has to improve his knowledge and skills. The personal computer will enormaously increase the research
and communication capabilities of the judge. The level of scholarship of future judges is bound to increase
with easy access to Internet and related facilities. The judges of the future will be required to have both

national and international perspective to decide cases in the coming years.
FINAL REMARKS :

A judge is expected to be an expert in all the areas of law, though as a lawyer he might have
specialized in one or two branches of law only. All these demand knowledge and skills of such range and

vanety, which perhaps no other profession requires from a practitioner. Recognizing the important role a

judge plays in a democratic setup, | urge each one of you to take the special effort to keep yourself

abreast with the latest developments of the law at both national and international level.

This century can be referred as the 'age of media'. Judges being in a responsible Constitutional
position has the obligation to behave befitting to his profession and status. The respect that society
bestows on office of a judge and his judgmenis is determined by the manner in which a judge conducts
himself in his public and private life. Hence, close association with individual members of the Bar especially
those who practice in the same court, police officials and other government functionaries must be avoided.
Unnecessary comments and observations in the courtroom and in public domain must be strictly evaded,
as it will speak less of the institution. Remember my dear friends, when you are holding the office every

word from your mouth speaks for the institution itself.

As mentioned earlier, the fundamental purpose of instituting this academy is to contribute knowledge,
skills that impact on promaotion of effective, efficient and accessible justice and to improve over all personality
development of judicial officers and judges who are essential stakeholders of the judicial system in our
country. Under the jurisdiction of Onssa High Court there are 14 Districts Courts. Therefore, the strength
of judicial officers is relatively less in comparison with other States. So more integrated courses and
seminars can be held for the benefit of the judicial officers.

| notice that in the past two- three years the academy has tried to diversify its activities so as to
make it more meaningful. The novel ideal of holding refresher courses for in-service judicial officersis a
welcoming effort by the academy. Accordingly, the training-cum-refresher courses must be timely
upgraded. Apart from various aspects of procedural and substantive law, matters relating to the Court
Management, Judicial Ethics, Behavioural Skills, Speedy Disposal of Cases and application of Information
Technology in Judiciary should also be considered for inclusion in the curriculum, | am mindful that
already few above mentioned subjects are added in the curriculum. However, | suggest that the academy
should not be depended only on judges to teach/training the judicial officers. External aid from other
professionalist must also be sought for in subjects like information technology, behavioural skills, court

management etc.

Academy should also take a lead in disseminating knowledge about emerging, trends in human
rights jurisprudence, environmental law, business law, altemative dispute resolution, consumer protection
laws, private international law and intellectual property rights etc. It must develop programmes that are

both contemporary and relevant.

The effort of the academy to release quarterly newsletter, which aims at bringing various activities

and achievements of the academy to public notice is another commendable effort. Besides, | have also
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leamnt that lectures of eminent jurists on varied aspects of law are published and circulated among the
judicial officers and the advocates for their future reference. This act is indeed a laudable labour as the
lectures now will be available to those judicial officers who were not in position to attend the seminars
too. Besides, record of these lectures will always be an asset to the future judicial officers.

Before, | wind up my address, | wish to express that as a member of an ideal institution of our
country, you have to set ideals to be followed by others. The first step towards ensuring the same is to be
punctual in convening trials and hearing. Punctuality of judges is indispensable to maintaining dignity and

decorum of courts.

To conclude, | would like to convey that a vibrant subordinate judiciary is the need of the hour.
Inordinate delays, escalating cost of litigation and inequality in the system sometimes make the delivery
of justice an unattainable goal. Butwe have to be optimistic and work together to not just uphaold the rule
of law, but ensure that litigant does not lose faith in the maze that our legal system has become. Young

judges must brace themselves to do their part which may be onerous but fully satisfying.

You must not see judicial service as a service in the sense of employment. Judges exercise the
sovereign judicial power of the state as prime dispensers of justice. Working in court of law is not purely
mechanical but demands ability, alertness, resourcefulness, tack and imagination. Changing dynamics

of our legal system demands that judges be in continuous training and education.

In a country like ours, where people consider judges only second to God, Efforts must be made to
strengthen the belief of the common man. If independent and efficient judicial system is to remain the
basic structure of our Constitution, a competent subordinate judiciary is its indispensable link. | have full
faith that you wall fulfil this role dutifully and efficiently.

My Lord the Chief Justice of India, Justice P. Sathasivam and Madam Sathasivam, the Chief Guest
of this function Shri Naveen Patnaik, my brother Judges of the Supreme Court Justice B.5.

good morning to all of you.

At the outset, | must personally thank my Lord Chief Justice of India and the Chief Minister of the
State who have found the time to come to this function and inaugurate the New Building of the Odisha

Judicial Acadeny.

You have already heard two Judges from the Supreme Court, Justice Gopala Gowda and Justice
Dipak Misra, and you must have noticed the different styles difference contents of their speech and that
is what the Supreme Court is. Supreme Court compnses Judges from all the States with all kinds of
thoughts. Judges in the High Courts and the Subordinate Judiciary may have limitations. But Supreme
Court Judges have to work wathin the limits of their constitutional powers but theirthoughts are absolutely
free within the constitutional limits. So, let me give a 3rd view on this occasion. You have heard Chief
Justice Nagappan saying that | had three institutions in my mind for Odisha. One is the National Law
University, the second is the Judicial Academy and the third is the High Court, and these three will ensure
a wonderful Bar and a wonderful Bench, this is what | thought was necessary for the rule of law and for
democracy to function properly. Accordingly when Mr.Naveen Patnaik congratulated me on my elevation
to Supreme Court, | extracted three promises from him as the Chief Minister, he must provide the funds
from his governance for infrastructure wise to the High Court, to the National Law University and to the
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Odisha Judicial Academy, and he has fulfilled the promises on behalf of his governance | am very thankful

to him.

MNow, why a Judicial Academy at all. Way backin 1958 the need for training of Judicial Officers had
been thought of by the Law Commission of India in its 14th report which was in 1953. The Law Commission
has said that however well famed the substantive law and carefully designed the procedure law may be,
the proper application working of the laws lies largely in the hands of officers presiding over the courts
and therefore even if the laws are perfect, we would need adequate trained and capable Judicial Officers
to apply and administer them. You may have said Indian Penal Code, Criminal procedure Code, Civil
FProcedure Code, Laws relating to Cnminal Procedure Code, Contracts, Sale of goods, Transfer of Property,
marriages, succession but who is going to apply them. Itis the Judicial Officers of the State. So unless
their mind is absolutely well equipped and trained Substantive Law and Procedural Law will not be effective
in delivering justice. Therefore, the minds have to be trained.

Today, we have a developing economy and you must have read in the papers how wonderful
Odisha has done in the area of poverty reduction. A poverty reduction 24% where is the highest in
country. Unless the legal system and the judicial system in the State 1s able to provide a system of
dispute resolution where is speedy and proper the rate of growth will also be arrested. | am, therefore,
convinced that unless we have a good strong legal system to sort out disputes in the economy our
economic development will be not that fast. As Lord Delwin has said of the British system of his times,
if our business methods are as antiquated and the legal system which is slow and out dated, our economy
will slow down. Hence, in 173th report that is 1986, the Law Commission of India concluded that the
updating of the knowledge and skills can hardly be left to the voluntary effort of individual Judges and we

must have any training facilities for Judges.

In High Court level we do not have any training facilities as such but we have some interaction
between Judges and the Resource persons. But then we have to make our own individual efforts to
update ourselves with laws. | make it a point to go and join discuss and listen in a seminar. That is how
| update myself with the changing laws in the Supreme Court matters come from Bombay, which are
difficult Commercial matters, arbitration matters, and international arbitration matters. Unless, | equip
myself with the latest in these branches of law | won't be able to perform my function as a Judge of the
Supreme Court. In 1992, the Supreme Court of India a through a Bench provided by Justice Ranganath
Mishra, took the initiative and directed setting up of National Judicial Academy for training of District
Judges and Addl. District Judges at national level and State Judicial Academies for Judicial Officers at the
State Level. Hence, we have the National Judicial Academy at Bhopal and every state has a Judicial
Academy in the State. Odisha did not have a State Judicial Academy till 2001. On 30th March, 2001, the
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State Judicial Academy was conceived for Odisha when the High Court decided to establish the Odisha
Judicial Academy. And thanks to the efforts of Justice Hanumanthapa, he ensured that the red building of
the Board of Revenue, which was lying idle, is made over to the Onssa High Court for starting the Judicial
Academy. | came back from Guahati in 2002 and around 2003 when Justice Burman Ray became the
Chief Justice | persuaded him to provide whatever funds were there in the contingency available to the
Judicial Academy so that the furniture etc. could be purchased and the Odisha Judicial Academy was
inaugurated by Justice Pasayat and the then Director of the National Judicial Academy, Dr. Madhav

Menon. Butthen that was only a temporary building of the Odisha Judicial Academy.

This land was allotted by the State Government and the 13th Finance Commission allotted 21
cores and thanks to the State Government headed by Chief Minister Mr. Naveen Patnaik who gave the
balance funds for putting in place this infrastructure comprising an auditorium, a wonderful library, good
lecture rooms, hostel rooms which are all air conditioned and computerized. But this constitutes only the
infrastructure to begin with. Infrastructure does not make a judiciary. In India and all over the world is in
the human mind which delivers Justice. Therefore, we must now make the best use of whatever
infrastructure now we have here to produce good judicial minds or our Judicial Officers so that they can

deliver quality justice & quick justice to the people of Odisha.

"THE ROLE OF JUDICIAL ACADEMIES IN INDIA™

Perhaps, the biggest problem that the judiciary faces is that of pending cases. We have all heard
the adage, "Justice delayed is Justice Denied" and "Justice hurnied is Justice Buned." Therefore, whatever
you do people are bound to criticize it. The best example on this can be Judge Cambro who decided a
case as a Sessions Judge in Malta to which he was the sole eye-witness. Through the widow of his
house, he saw a person running to save his life and another person chasing him with a knife. The
assailant gave the victim several knife blows and ran away apprehending his arrest. In the meanwhile, a
passer-by saw the victim crying, he came and tried to help him. By thattime the police came and arrested
the passerby. He was tned by Judge Cambro as he was the only Sessions Judge at that place considenng
the circumstantial evidence, he gave death sentence to the passerby. The same was affirmed by the
appellate court and he was hanged. After some time, the incident was made public and there was a
debate and people demanded that Judge Cambro should be hanged as he had given death penalty to an
innocent person. However, a large number of persons realized that a Judge has to decide the case
according to evidence led before him, and thus, Judge Cambro could be saved. People realized that a
Judge is bound to follow the law enacted by the legislature without being influenced by his personal
beliefs.

This view on the role of a Judge has prevailed in orthodox jurisprudence until recent times. When
we are governed by the Constitution, the rule of law must prevail. Every Judge must keep in mind the
doctrine of separation of powers which is the basic feature of our Constitution and can neither encroach
upon the power of the legislature or the executive.

The Judicial Academies in India are a new species of Institutes, which have been set up for the
fulfilment of numerous objectives other than its main objective of providing training to the Judicial Officers.
It is also imperative that they be taught to study Court management which include Time management,
Board management, Registry management, Bar management and the use of Technology and further to
suggest improvements in the working of Judiciary.

In the present scenario, the Judicial Academy has to ensure that the mindset of the judicial officers
is changed and they are taught that the prime duty of the Judge is to enforce the law and not to act on their
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whims. Condoning unwarranted delays and showing unnecessary sympathies tantamount to showing
utter disregard to the legislature. If we give strict adherence to the statutory requirements and prohibitions
contained therein, we would be able to decide the cases in a better prospective.

A judge must play an active and effective role dispensation of justice. He is not a mere spectator
and a recording machine but must be a participant in the trial evincing intelligence and active interest so
as to elicit all relevant materials necessary for reaching correct conclusion, i.e_, ta find out the truth and
administer justice with fairness and impartiality. Such a goal can be achieved by ensuring compliance to
procedural law.

A Judge should not allow the parties to convert the trial into a redundant proceeding. ACivil Suit is
pending before the Civil Court in Calcutta for last 178 years. A case was remanded to Civil Court Agra by
the Privy Council in 1923 for retnial, which is still pending. In the United States, recently, a cnminal case
stood concluded in 28 years as it had been taken upto the highest court. The accused was ulimately
acquitted. The debate is going on as why should they have a judicial system which had wasted the prime
period of the life of ayoung man.

Only Judicial Academy can teach judicial officers the craft of marshalling the facts. Itis often said
that the facts speak for themselves. Judicial officers need to be made aware that in any given case, law
always follows the facts.

The Supreme Court had to remand back the cases for re-trial because of gross mis-appreciation
of facts and the courts below failed even to conduct the tnal property.

In Madan Mohan Singh v. Rajni Kant, AIR 2010 SC 2933 the documents relied on by the parties
showed an inter se conflict of age, for the mother had given birth to her three children even before her
own birth. This fact went un-noticed before as many as 4 adjudicatory forums including the High Court
who proceeded to decide the matter only on legal issues.

Such instances ought not to have happened. Such a casual approach in deciding cases hampers
rendering effective justice with the litigants and litigants being the actual sufferer. With the ultimate result
being one that demonstrates grave injustice, the matters had to be remanded back for re-tnial. This not
only adds to the woes of the litigants and other persons involved, it also affects the administrative system
as well which is already reeling under the pressure of ever increasing pending cases.

There is an urgent need to focus on the training of the Judicial Officers based more on the practical
aspects of trial, rather than the principles of tnal. Case modules and case study are a good mode of
understanding and overcoming such situations.

The Government of Odisha had been gracious enough to grant a huge amount for establishment of
this Judicial Academy and today, itis being gifted to us. Now, it is the time for us to give a retumn qgift to the
people of this State by working hard wath all sincenty and integrity and by expeditious dispensation of
justice. | hope that in this regard we will be able to come to the expectations of the people of Odisha.

| must state with all humility that | feel absolutely greatly privileged, immensely proud and profoundly
delighted to be a part of the inaugural ceremony of Odisha Judicial Academy because, | must confess, |
owe a debt to this High Court, my High Court. Adebt can be paid back by expression of gratitude in words
and in that event, it becomes a personal debt. But for me, itis an institutional debt and, therefore, it has to
be an institutional gratitude which can always be partly paid by seemly institutional action. It has also an
individualistic facet inherent in it so that | personally can also pay back the debt, if | can.

Time is the fruest witness and, | am certain, it stands as an entrenched and embedded witness to
all our actions who are present here today. Let us sit back for a while in the time machine. Socrates, one
of the greatest philosophers of the world, incidentally bomn in ancient Greece, never thought of an Academy.
He was an individual imparting education and teaching on absolutely individualistic basis. His disciple,
Flato, opened anAcademy because he believed in institutional conceptualization of ideas and effective
concretization of action and he did that with solidified sincenty. | may with profit quote Plato, "the direction
in which education starts a man will determine his future life". The history began and modem Academies
grew.

Today we have Judicial Academies in almost all the High Courts of the country. The purpose of a
Judicial Academy, and | do strongly believe, is to legally educate, impart concrete training, sharpen the
intellect of the Judicial Officers, and widen the visions of the trainees, acquaint them with the changing
pattern of law and the legal principles, sensitize them to the burning socio-legal issues, teach them
institutional priority and institutional courtesy and ingrain in their mind the individual judicial etiquette and
sense of impeccable integrty that the society expects from all concemed in the justice dispensation
system. Presently, most of the Academies have their own curriculum. They have been scientifically
synchronized with the calendar of the National Judicial Academy, Bhopal. However, State Judicial Academy
is required to have its own programmes regard being had to the local necessity and the necessitous
spheres of litigation.

| am aware that some of the Academies have given immense emphasis on extra-cumicular
activities. Undue stress on unnecessary extra-curricular activities is likely to divert the energy of the
frainees. | do not, for a moment, say that extra-curricular activities should be totally discarded but the
nature of activities, the purpose it serves, the time it consumes and other aspects are to be kept in view
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and the same has to be thought of with care and caution. The central focus should be on training so that
the Judicial Officers who come to Academies are made to understand that it i1s a ngorous one with some
diversion but not the vice-versa.

The appetite for leaming should be governed by reason and good temperament. An academy of
this nature is required to implant in course of training in the mind of every Judicial Officer that real industry
sharpens the appetite. It enables him to cultivate himself to be a good Judicial Officer and his experience
makes him more sensible. He should have the perception that the training in a Judicial Academy is a
noble acquisition. Imparting of legal education in a purposeful manner should be the ultimate motto of the
Academy and any person in-charge of the Academy or anyone who imparts training, should imbibe the
feeling in the trainee, to quote a line from Addison, "What sculpture is to a block of marble, education is to
the human Soul "

Application of legal principles in an apposite manner has always been regarded as an assetof a
Judicial Officer. This application has to be methodical and based on requisite ratiocination. This process
in its ambit includes victory over individual's notions, conquest over subjective perceptions and triumph
over personal prejudices.

The Judicial Academy has a sacrosanct duty to see that the Judicial Officers write their judgments
and orders with clarity by ascribing adequate and proper reasons. Sometimes, it is noticed that orders
are quite laconic which are not only legally unacceptable but also cast a doubt about the competence of
the Officer. ltis also noticed that precedents are being relied upon without understanding the ratio. ltis so
as the person authoring the judgment does not take the pain to read the decision relied upon in entirely. It
should be the sacred obligation of the Academy to see that the analytical faculty of an Officer is enhanced
so that these kind of avoidable errors do not occur.

There are three ways to perceive in one's role on this mother earth: some create history, some
become a part of the history and some get merged with the history. Anyone who is desirous of becoming
at least a part of the history, has to perform his duty with all dedication and devotion at his command. ltis
essential to remember that sincernity of purpose cannot be allowed to lie on a ventilator.

In conclusion, | would stress that a Judicial Officer is the guardian of the rights of the citizens.
Proper study, curiosity to learn, and requisite training endow him with the ability to do justice which erase
fear of fear, being "queen of all virtues". This virtue can be achieved; | do maintain the idea, if his faith is
not shaken even for a moment in the "constitutional trust”. | am absolutely certain that the physical
infrastructure of the Odisha Judicial Academy has the potentiality to build the necessary superstructure
of intellect and the present generation can proudly proclaim "what men have done, men can always do”.

The construction
of this building was taken up under the leadership of the then Chief Justices of Onssa High Court, whose
presence amongst us today greatly enhances the momentous occasion.
